Shri D. Poornachandar, Senior Manager (dismissed), Indian Bank, vide his representation
dated 02.05.2024, has stated that he belongs to the Lambadi community of Scheduled
Tribes and was working as Branch Manager at Indian Bank, Kothaguda Branch, where
false allegations were levelled against him regarding misuse of position and diversion of
customer funds after he refused to entertain faulty loan proposals of influential upper-
caste persons. He has submitted that disciplinary proceedings were initiated against
him, despite there being no financial loss or reputational risk to the bank, and that the
alleged irregularities were neither malafide nor intentional. He has alleged violation of
principles of natural justice and discrimination on account of his Scheduled Tribe status,
resulting in the punishment of dismissal from service vide letter dated 27.09.2023. He
has further stated that his statutory appeal against the punishment is pending with the
indian Bank management without any decision and has prayed for intervention of the
Commission to direct the bank to consider his appeal and reinstate him, contending that
dismissal from service has caused severe economic and social hardship to him and his
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2. In this matter, sittings were held on 22.8.2024, 6.1.2025 and 17.10.2025. In the

sitting held on 17.10.2025, the following recommendations were made and minutes

vere sent on 10.11.2025 to all concerned with request to submit the ATR within 30 days

frem receipt of the minutes.

 As the Hon'ble court has quashed the case and as there are no pending
complaints on him and no loss is reported to have been incurred by the bank, the
Indian Bank is advised to re-examine the case of the petitioner and re-instate him
Into services on humanitarian grounds considering his vulnerable status.
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3. The Indian Bank vide letter bearing no. SR:31860 dated 20.12.2025 has informed
that “the review petition filed by Shri Poornachandar against the penalty has been put
up to the Competent Authority and the decision will be communicated to you on its
disposal.” The reply was not satisfactory, hence, it was decided to discuss with
concerned authority and petitioner on 19.1.2026. Accordingly, a sitting notice was sent
it all concerned on 7.1.2026.
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4. In the sitting, the ED and GM (HR) of Indian bank were present on behalf of MD
& CEO, Indian Bank. The petitioner was also present. The petitioner has supplied the
copy of order dated 27.2.2025 of Hon'ble High Court of Telangana in Criminal Petition
no. 6392 of 2023 and requested for reinstatement in service. The officers of Indian Bank
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has reiterated the status submitted by the Indian bank vide letter dated 206122025 s
informed that the review petition filed by petitioner is under consideration wuith the:
concerned authority. The officers of Indian Bank has assured that o peronal hearing of
the petitioner will be arranged with the competent authority of Pesesn petition, for
justice.
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5 It was observed that the management of the Indian Bank has not given the
enough opportunity to the petitioner for presenting his case before the competent
authority. The opportunities are to be given to petitioner by the management of the
Indian Bank for presenting his case before the competent authorit
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6. After discussion with the officers of Indian Bank and petitioner, the following

. The management of Indian Bank is advised to arrange a personal hearing of
petitioner with the competent autharity with in 15 days at the HG of Indian Ban
Chennai on his review petition to present his case.
