Subject and reference captioned above may be perused. The Commission
had, vide reference cited at 1. No.1 above, desired a copy of the decision of the Scrutiny
Committee dated 27.06.2017 and action taken on the findings of the Committee as well
as cancellation of ST Certificate issued in favour of Shri Ajit Pramod Kumar Jogi. The
Commission may be apprised that the Scrutiny Committee has provided a copy of the
desired report to Shri P K Das, Senior Investigator, National Commission for Scheduled
Tribes, Regional Office at Raipur. A copy of the same is enclosed for ready reference.

The Commission may also be apprised that the Chhattisgarh Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes (Regulation of Social Status
Certification), Act, 2013 (in short Act, 2013) and Chhattisgarh Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes (Regulation of Social Status
Certification), Rule, 2013, (in short Rule, 2013) has been enacted/framed to protect the
interest of persons belonging to the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes and the Other
Backward Classes of citizens in the State from those who fraudulently obtain false Social
Status Certificate, certifying that the person belongs to these section of the population,
and to provide for punishment for issuing and obtaining false Social Status Certification;
and matters connected therewith or individuals therein. A copy of the Act is enclosed for
ready reference.

Section 8(2) of the Act, 2013 clearly mandates that 'the order passed by the
High Power Certification Scrutiny Committee under this Act, shall be final and
gonclusive

Rule 23 of the Rules, 2013 stipulates action Subsequent to the decision of
the Scrutiny Committee and proceeding thereafter. Rule 23 (4) mandates that; 'the
Scrutiny Committee while passing order under sub-rule (2) of this Rule shall issue
instructions to the concerned Collector to investigate, whether the Competent Authority
knowingly or having knowledge that such certificate was false has issued such False
Social Status Certificate or any other person has abetted such offence and the Collector
shall forward his report to the State Government, within three months'".
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Under provisions of the above, Collector, Bilaspur has been asked, vide
letter dated 27.06.2017 (copy enclosed for ready reference), to enquire in to the matter
and submit his report . It is worth mentioning that Collector, Bilaspur has apprised that
action under Rule 23 (4) of the Act, 2013 is under way, and a brief on the action taken till
date is also enclosed for your reference.

It is worth mentioning that Shri Ajit Pramod Kumar Jogi has filed WP (C)
No. 2104/2017 with the High Court of Chhattisgarh under provision of Article 226 of the
Constitution of India against the decision passed by the Scrutiny Committee and is
scheduled for hearing on 09.08.2017.

In the petition inter-alia it is stated in para no. 8.9 - That this Hon'ble court
vide order dated 15.12.2006 passed in W.P.(C) No. 2080 of 2001 quashed the entire
proceedings and findings of the National Commission as vitiated. This Hon'ble Court also
held that the two ministers and an M.L.A. of the ruling BJP Government who became
interveners in the writ petition took extra-ordinary interest against the petitioner and the
same amounts to political vendetta.

From above it is clear that the proceedings of the "commission" has been
duly questioned and challenged in a judicial proceeding hence the subject matter is
subjudiced and under judicial scrutiny now .

In the context of the same, vide your letter cited at Ref. 3 above, Chief
Secretary, Govt. of Chhattisgarh was requested to appear before the Commission in
person on 03.08.2017, hence the Commission may be apprised in this connection that
Shri D. D Kunjam, Jt. Secretary, Govt. of Chhattisgarh, Tribal and SC Development
Department, who is well aware of the facts and circumstances related to the case, shall
appear before the Commission on behalf, of Chief Secretary to explain the state of facts
and circumstance of the subject matter on the prescribed date.
